This successful tradition continued in1996 at the Centennial Olympic Games in Atlanta, Ga., as USOEC and U.S. Olympic head boxing
coach AI Mitchell guided the U.S. boxing team to six medals, which was double the number of medals the team won in 1992 at the

arcelona Olympic Games. Included among those Olympic medalists was USOEC boxer David Reid, who, with a third round
ockout, captured the only American gold medal.
